SENATOR WAYNE FONTANA  
  During the 2011-12 legislative session, the General Assembly passed legislation, Act 2 of 2012, which 

increased prize limits for small games of chance for the first time in 23 years.  Under this legislation, 

prize limits for daily games increase from $500 to $1,000, weekly games from $5,000 to $25,000, and 

monthly raffles from $5,000 to $10,000. 

  These changes to the Local Option Small Games of Chance Act will help many of our non-profit or-

ganizations raise additional and much-needed revenue.  Whether it be veteransô or fraternal organiza-

tions, religious groups, or civic or service associations, the increased prize limits will help keep them 

afloat as most of the money will be returned to the community which in turn will benefit us all. 

  In addition to increasing prize limits, this legislation also introduced new reporting requirements for eligible organiza-

tions.  These reporting requirements were set to commence on February 1st.  After hearing from many organizations on 

the difficulty they would have in submitting reports in time, I, along with my colleagues in the Senate Democratic Cau-

cus, requested that the Corbett Administration delay implementation of these reporting requirements.   

  I am pleased to report that the delay has been granted and that small games of chance licensees will have a year to meet 

the new reporting requirements.  This extension will provide the General Assembly the opportunity to make some neces-

sary adjustments to the reporting requirements to the newly changed law.  The increase in prize limits will not be af-

fected.

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  Federal, state and local income taxes are due on April 17 this year, and the sooner you get your tax 

documents in the mail, the sooner those who qualify can get their refund! For those who may not be 

able to do  their taxes on their own, the City of Pittsburgh and local partners are providing a free re-

source to help with tax preparation. 

  Itôs called Volunteer Income Tax Assistance, or VITA, an IRS program offered to the elderly, dis-

abled  individuals, or low and moderate income households (those earning less than $49,000 a year) 

to offer free tax preparation services for federal and state taxes, as well as rent and property rebates. 

VITA services will be offered downtown on the second floor of the City County Building between the hours of 8:00 AM 

and 3:00 PM, Monday through Friday beginning on Feburary 4th. VITA will only help prepare one tax return per person, 

and when you come in for help you must bring a social security card for every person listed on the tax return. Walk-ins 

are welcome for this service. For more information on this program, call my office at (412) 255-2131. 

   You can also make arrangements for free tax preparation through the United Wayôs Money In Your Pocket Coalition.  

If you are an individual who makes up to $20,000, or a household that makes up to $40,000, you can make an appoint-

ment for free assistance with your tax preparation. Last year, the United Way and its partner organizations including Just 

Harvest, YMCA, Allegheny County, and others helped to prepare more than 6,000 tax returns, helping to deliver $10.6 

million in tax refunds to Allegheny County residents. To make an appointment at one of their locations, or to learn more, 

call (412) 255-1155 or 2-1-1. There are locations downtown and across the city, including the Federal Building, Down-

town YMCA, or the Carnegie Library in Squirrel Hill.
